Monarchs serve as symbols of continuity and statehood. Monarchy is one of
the oldest forms of government, with echoes in the leadership of tribal
Chiefs. The term Monarchy is also used to refer to the people (especially
the dynasty, also known as royalty) and institutions make up the Royal or
Imperial establishment, or to the realm over which the Monarch reigns.

Outside of Africa;

Monarchy. In constitutional Monarchies, wherein sovereignty rests formally

with the Crown but politically with &éthe
represented by a parliament), the Monarch now usually serves largely

ceremonial functions, except in times of crisis. Many Monarchies are

constituted by tradition or by codified law, so that the monarch has little real

political power; in others the Monarch holds some power but is limited from

exercising it by opinion or precedent; in still others the Monarch holds

substantial power and may exercise it without limit.

Within Africa;

Not only are the Monarchs of Constitutive Monarchies part of the federal
establishment in many Modern States i often Republics - ancient Dynastic
descendent; Empires and Royal Kingdoms Nations referred to as Traditional
Leadership exist formally alongside the National and Trans-National
Governments, and are not necessarily a part of the constitution, but
independent ruling Nations within a Nation, for example the African
Continent Dynastic descendent Empires and Royal Kingdom Nations.

The African Empire Kingdoms and Royal Kingdoms are amongst the oldest

Kingdoms known to mankind, dating back to earliest Civilisation known to

mankind, the Nubians, ad there Empires descendent Nations. A few of the

descendent nations are between 1500 i 2000 years old and considered

young Kingdoms, in comparison to the over
Major Kingdoms lines, of cultures that is noted as amongst the first in

existence.

Within Africa a great percentage or majority of these ancient African
Monarchies have active and absolute Power within their respective Tribes,
Kingdom Nations and Kingdoms Region, Sovereignty over their Territorial
Lands, and Rule independently alongside the National or Trans-National
Governments, their respective Empires and Kingdoms.
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The African Kingdoms have their own internal Kingdom Government
appointed by the Monarch, which in general comprises of a Prime Minister,
a Royal Cabinet, and Royal Ministers of the respective internal Kingdoms
Ministries, with the selfsame Ministerial make-up and responsibilities as a
National Government portfolio of Ministers.

The Kingdoms have as well an internal Judiciary System and Court, whose
verdict is binding, an appeal can be made to the Supreme Court of the
Nation if so desired but rarely done. In most cases an Appeal will instead be
made before the King or Queen the Highest Authority of the Kingdom, and
whose decision is then final.

The Monetary Currency is the National Currency or within the ECOWAS for
example the Trans-National Currencies, however in some of the Kingdoms
barter is in some seldom occasions still practiced.

The Kingdoms have each their respective Palaces, in most cases rather
modest, a Royal Court of the Nobility and traditional Court Aides, internal
Warrior Armies, and have the power to call upon the National Government
Forces; if the situation is so needed. Vice-Versa the National or Trans-
National Governments can call upon the Monarchies for support in times of
Tribal conflicts, to command Peace, due to the Kingdoms massive influence
with the People of the respective Kingdoms and Tribal Nations.

Many of these Kingdoms Empires are cross-border and covering parts of
two or more Countries. Some Empires cover parts of complete regions, and
the Imperial Empire of these Dynastic Empires covering the African
Continent itself. Ruling within the Mother Empire 1000s of Royal Kingdoms
within and under the respective Empires, over a multiple of Tribal Nations
Kingdoms, covering populations of over 850 million in collective Populations
on the African Continent.

Are the Kingdoms Village Chiefdoms or Royal Nation-States/Kingdoms
of an Ancestral Continent?

There are currently 192 independent countries or States around the world.
Territories of countries or individual parts of a country are not countries in
their own right. Examples of entities that are not countries include: Hong
Kong, Bermuda, Greenland, Puerto Rico, and most notably the constituent
part of the United Kingdom. (Northern Ireland, Wales, Scotland, and
England are not countries.)

Places like France, Egypt, Germany, Japan, and New Zealand are

excellent examples of nation-states. There are some States which have two

nations, such as Canada and Belgium. Even with its multicultural society,

the United States is also referred to as a nation-state because of the shared
American fAculture.o There are as well nat i

Africa’s Kingdoms Nations-States of a Sovereign Nation Continent

To better understand the definition of an African Kingdom in relation to its
previous used reference internationally as a tribal Village or Chiefdom,
which was abolished by the Imperial Empress for the use in any African
Kingdoms document in 2003, is to compare the Kingdoms themselves to
current world Nations and States, for example:

The Principality of Liechtenstein is formally classified as a State however it
does not have its own National Airport, National Currency or National Army,
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this all falls under Switzerland. A similar example to Liechtenstein is Andorra
which is the world’s only co-principality, have no currency of its own and
whose defense falls under France and Spain. In terms of air and sea travel,
there are no ports, harbours or airports in Andorra.

The Republic of San Marino is another example, with a few differences; it has
its own defense which is the smallest military in the world however ltaly
is responsible for national defense. It is allowed to use the euro as its
currency by virtue of arrangements with the Council of the European Union; it
is also granted the right to use its own designs on the national side of the euro
coins. There are no railways or airports in San Marino, but there is an
international heliport located in Borgo Maggiore. Most tourists who arrive by
air land at Federico Fellini International Airport close to the city of Rimini, Italy.

The African Kingdoms have their own respective internal Warriors Armies, and
a Continental Warrior Army formed from the collective Warrior armies of the
Continent Kingdoms collective Warriors totaling several millions Warriors. The
Kingdoms within the respective National Nation or State can call upon the
National Army but rarely do.

A selected few has as well internal aviation facilities and most some form of
local formal transportation services. The African Kingdoms have facilities to
apply Aviation Services and major land to provide for the accommodation of
Airports within each respective Kingdom region however is barred primarily
by matters of finance to facilitate the necessary construction at present.

In 2002 the Empire started the necessary procedure for an Airlines RAA -
Royal African Airlines and has approval for landing in most African and
International Airports. The Airlines is a part of the Federations Development
Agenda planning. In terms of currency the Kingdoms uses both the National
and Traditional Monetary means (gold of the Kingdoms primarily).

The Kingdoms have multiple Nations under the Empire of a close group of
Nations sharing a long history and culture, and most of the requirements if not
all of a definition of a modern Country or State; their own flags, are self-rule
and Sovereign Empires as well as Sovereign Heads are recognized outside of
the Empire and within history.

As well as a massive collective population of over 850 million, with the
average small Kingdom having a population of 3 7 5 Million People. The
Kingdoms respective people are a Nation, as such the definition and
classification in the past of the Kingdoms as Village Chiefdoms was incorrect.

A Chiefdom is a village within a Kingdom, most kingdoms have 100 i 500
Villages as well as Cities and States which falls within Kingdoms territory,
example;
1 Kampala the Capital of Uganda falls within the Sovereign Lands of the
Kingdom of Buganda,
1 Accra the Capital of Ghana, falls within the Sovereign Lands of the
Ga Kingdom,
1 Kumasi the second Capital of Ghana, falls within the Sovereign
Lands of the Ashanti Kingdom,
1 And so forth throughout most of the AU Nations, which collectively
falls within the African Continent respective Kingdoms Territory.
The African National Nations were formed within Kingdom Nations
Territories.
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The African Kingdoms Regions are Nations, States, when viewed in the
context, verbiage and legal understanding of modern, Nations, States and
Nation-States.

With unquestionable, undeniable, unchallengeable root ancestral regions
and home lands of origin since the dawn the African Continent, the home of
their multiple-Nations, Nations-States, and Sovereign Continental Lands of
the collective close-knit Culture share an ancestral root culture, history, and
territory; the Nations of Africa on the Continent of the Nations of Africa.

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Matriarchs Throne and Birth Formal Traditional Naming

The African Empire throne Imperial Matriarch as too Throne Royals are
named after an ancestral family member of that Throne in accordance to
African Millennium old Tradition in accordance to the astrological Star setting
at the birth, an other respective traditional rituals and signs that are
respectively performed and seen during the period prior to birth.

The Throne names are not allowed to be used outside of the Empire until
throne ascension.

In accordance to the Star patterns, the elders of the throne then appoints the
respective name of the last Throne follower of the same star settings, and that
is as well, the same in accordance to the readings and information perceived
in the traditionally performed activities, and even the weather reading at the
actual time just before during and prior to birth. In the period before the
expected birth, the respective traditional lines of star readers stringently noted
the star patterns for the finagling naming ceremony, a practice within the lines
that is over 6000 years old.

As such the present day Matriarchd $ormal name is neither random choice or
a coincidence; but in accordance to the millennium old internal traditional
naming of the throne rulers of the Sheba Imperial Empire Lines, that rotates
within the direct line throne followers since the dawn of the Empire.

The present Imperial Matriarch born on 19" 9" 1963 at 9:45 in accordance to
the tradition of naming and was therefore named Shebah Il

The last Matriarch that held both the throne and Royal name of Shebah, was
Shebah the First the Queen/Empress of the Sheba Empire and ancestral root
Royal Kingdom of Sheba in Nubia; as
carry the throne name of Shebah was not one of the lines Matriarch; in fact it
was one of the lines ancient Patriarchs bloodlines of one of the major Empire
Throne, in the era of Makebah Tamar i The Queen of Sheba.

Shebah I, is the second Shebah Matriarch of the throne and third of the
families of the throne Empire Ruler of the name Shebah in accordance to the
traditional star readings. Hence the title of Shebah Ill and not Shebah Il
though both are appropriate in this context. Shebah of biblical and religious
fames actual name was Makebah- Tamar, the Queen of Shebah. Shebah as
Throne person name is spelt in accordance to tradition with an H, identifying
as such the Throne Ruler, Empire of the Throne is without the H and spelt:
Sheba. Shebah Ill second Throne name is Deb "Ra, third Amelya (spelt Ame-
lia), fourth Kasambu (pronounced Kasamsu), fifth "Ra. Each of the throne
names has a specific meaning and collectively as a sentence the throne
association meaning.

However by throne tradition only the Matriarchal Throne Name and line name
are used: Shebah Ill or Shebah "Ra. The collective throne meaning is sacred
and may not be here publicized. As a matter of fact, that was one of the
traditional five Royal names of every Matriarch, and holds a particular
meaning individually and as a unity. The very same as the 100s of Queens of
Sheba of the Imperial Empire over the past 6 millenniums, and their lines
throughout the trials and tribulations of Africa and the Empire and Empire
Kingdoms internally, in Africa’s past history.
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Chapter 3.
Empire and Royal Kingdoms Throne Succession

Most world Monarchs are raised within a Royal Family where they are taught
to expect and obey their future duties, and they are, formally or informally,
succeeded upon their death or abdication by members of their own family,
usually their eldest child. As a result, most stable monarchies have a long
legacy of rule by a single family or bloodline.

African Kingdoms Monarchs sometimes referred to as Traditional Rulers with
exception that they are Rulers for Life, are in most cases an exception to this
rule, in most cases royal titles and throne inheritance is through the Maternal
parent or Royal female partner, it is from there the ancient African saying; the
King is the Sign, but the Queen is the symbol.

African throne inheritance is in accordance to strict and unchanging traditions
trough the generations in matters of throne inheritance. This has not changed
with the forming of National Governments.

African Governments and Kingdoms Throne Succession

The Kingdoms and their Governmental structure is over 6,000 years old
whereas, the National Government are approximately 50 year old, and is
comprised of members of a Tribe or under a Kingdom. African National or
Trans-National Governments cannot formally or informally influence African
enthronements or the internal matters of the African Kingdoms. The Kingdoms
and National Governments are two separate institutions of rule, parallel to
each other, one of the Tribal Nations, one of the post-colonial formed Nations
within Kingdoms Sovereign Territory, the borders have changed, or
additionally have been replaced however, the over 6 millennium (over 6000
years) old tradition has not.

Succession by rotation;

The African Royal throne rotates from one branch of that respective Royal
Family Line to another.

The throne in most of these kingdoms are as well not direct inheritance of the
eldest child, nor inherited if the respective nominated royal family member
within the respective rotating lineage for the throne is deem as mental or
physically incapable to rule in accordance to throne and Nations requirements
in its totally.

In that case the throne inheritance rotates to the following branch of that
respective Royal Family in line for the throne and reverts to the respective
Lines that was bypassed with the following enthronement upon the demise of
the ruling Monarch. Prior to the demise of the Throne Ruler, the Ruler can
make a choice of which member of the family in the rotating lines is the choice
nominee of that ruler to inherit the respective throne (which is not binding
unless formally decreed), upon the demise of the Ruler.

The final decision is made after the demise of that ruler by the throne elders or
protectors of the throne together with the kingmaker responsible for the formal
enthronement procedure.
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Succession to Matriarchal Throne;

Throne inheritance of the Imperial Matriarchal throne differs from the above, in
as much as the Imperial, Matriarch prior to demise can chose the following
Matriarch from within the direct Imperial lines in the throne inheritance lines
which is then binding.

The Imperial Matriarch in general has full veto powers which is as well
eternally binding even after demise. The Imperial Matriarch throne is seen as
well as a sacred or divine throne.

Another exception in the African Kingdoms Throne Succession;

The Throne King or Queen marital spouse are as well in most cases not
entitled to formally carry the title of King or Queen unless they were married
after formal enthronement, and that title is at times a formality only.

They have no power of rule, if there is another line of succession by rotation to
the formal ruling throne of the respective King or Queen, in that case the King
or Queen in line of succession to the Throne will be the ruling Queen.

In the case that the marriage was prior to the enthronement, the respective
spouse is formally referred to with respect as: The Wife/Husband of the King
or Queen respectively.

King i Queens separate Throne Lines Royal family branches
The Formal Ruling King and Queen of the respective Kingdom are in most
cases two separate lines of that respective Royal Throne Family.
A few current examples;
1 The Throne Emperor and Empress of the Pinango Kingdom
Emperor Adou Bibi Il and Empress Abena Nyamtché | (Shebabh Il1),
are not each others respective spouse, but of two respective lines

of the bloodline family and have equal ruling Power;

1 The throne Queen of the Ashanti Kingdom is not the wife of the
Ashanti King, whose actual formal title is Lady Julia;

1 The Throne Empress of the Keta-Anlo Empire Queen Awoameshie
Il'is not the wife of Emperor James-Ocloo V.

1 The throne Empress of Nyan Abordiamo of Gbese of the Ga
Empire is not the wife of Emperor Ashirifi I.

1 And so forth within the 1000s of African Kingdoms.
The collective thrones fall in accordance to ancient tradition under a Mother

Empire Throne that of the Imperial Matriarchal Empire throne, which is again
another exception, to the above rules.
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Matriarchal Throne Exception;

The current Imperial Matriarch of the Kingdoms Imperial Empire or Mother
Empire is Sheba Ill. The ruling Imperial Matriarch if upon succession to the
throne is not married or no longer married, can marry or re-marry however,
rarely do.

If the Imperial Matriarchs was married prior to enthronement, or after
enthronement chose to marry or remarry, the spouse of the Imperial Matriarch
will not hold the title of Imperial Emperor of the multiple Empire, but will
automatically have in both cases, be it before enthronement or thereafter the
marriage; the formal title of King with limited powers to address specific duties
of the Imperial Empire Throne. Mainly within the Empire Government, or can
be appointed by the Imperial Matriarch over a respective Royal Realm.

The throne of the Imperial Matriarch is what is called in accordance to African
Kingdoms Tradition an Imperial Sovereign Throne, a Matriarchal Ruler-ship
Throne; which means in this particular case that there is formally of that
throne; no male ruling partner.

The Imperial Sovereign holds command of both title/responsibilities Imperial
Empress and Imperial Emperor under one Sovereign title that of the Imperial
Sovereign Matriarch, and the more often used formal title the Imperial
Empress, in reference to rule over multiple Empires.

Succession to an African Kingdom Throne by a non i Royal

It is impossible for someone of non-African Royal Blood to rule on an African
Throne or carry formally an African Kingdoms royal title, the strict rules forbids
it, all descendent lines African Kingdoms Throne rulers are related by blood
and direct ancestry to the lines.

Enthronement to a throne goes through equally strict and stringent procedures
and rituals before formal throne coronation and right of rule; it is as well
equally unacceptable for a non- royal to be elected to an African royal throne,
throne ruler-ship is not by election but by right of ancestral bloodlines and right
to throne ruler-ship only.

In a few cases honorary- titles have been given within some smaller
Kingdoms but are not formally or informally recognized by the older or Major
Kingdoms, or Empire, it is an honorary title only , and generally not
encouraged.
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Chapter 4
Imperial Empire Kingdoms Tribes and Tribes Origin

The Africans and African Kingdoms as earlier explained are born of the first
Civilisation of Nubia in North Africa, the root origin of the African Nations
people. The earlier ancestors that formed the civilisation were from early
East-Africa settlement that migrated to the South. The ethnic Race of the
Africans, or those referred to as; blacks, Negroes or Colored is Nubian.

The Nubian Tribes of the ancestral Kingdom home regions in North Africa
carries as well the Tribal Name Nubian. All African tribes are born of the lines
of Nubia, and are Nubian, however they carry the Tribal name of their
respective ancestral fore-parents.

The present day Nubian in North Africa, North-Sudan, after colonization in the
era of the ancient Arab insurgent and Ottoman Empire insurgent within the
regions, through inter-marriages assimilated and are now a mixture of Nubian
and Arabic blood-lines. With exception of the Nubian Tribes in East, West and
those that migrated from Kirr tum/Khartoum forming the Nations and 10
remaining Kingdoms in the South of Sudan.

During ancient Arab insurgent approximately 4 Million were taken as slaves to
the Middle-East forming the African Eastern Diaspora Nations. Some of the
Nubian lines that migrated as well into the Upper parts of West Africa are as
well, in many cases of this mixed ancestry which can be seen in the features
within the Northern regions Tribes within the North of most West-African
countries, they were as well the last tribes that migrated in the last great
exodus.

The Nubians in North of Sudan as well migrated from the Nubia region into
Egypt and the New Halfa Nubian settlements, with the construction of the
Aswan Dam. Those of the Sheba region migrated as well into Libya, Chad and
Ethiopia, many of the inhabitants remained until today in Nubia, in the North of
Sudan.

African Descendents of Nubia, the Tribes of Africa

The approximate 4 millenniums earlier migrated and descendent lines of the
Nubian Civilisation covers the African Continent, forming the Continents over
934 million populations, of the over 2000 African tribal lines.

These Nubian Lines were born of the early settlers approximately 4
millenniums ago, and so named after the Royal heads of newly formed
expanded Kingdoms of the Empire of that respective Kingdom settlement,
which was later referred to as their Tribal Names.

The Imperial Empire collective Tribal Nations of the Nubian ancestral lineage
which forms the 875 main Tribal Nations, with sub- Branches collectively
totaling approximately 2000 Tribes forming over 850.000.000 Million of Africa;
934.177.809 Million populations as of 2007 figures by the Kingdoms
Federation.

During the European Colonial Era approximately 15 Million Africans was taken
from Africa as slaves into the New World. Their descendents today
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throughout 156 Countries of the worlds 194 Countries reflects collectively a
similar international population as that of Africa.

I'n ancient Africaé6s history of the |l ast mi
the Continent itself was colonized; by the Aryans, Arabs, Ottoman, Romans
and Europeans.

With the end of slavery and colonization in the early to mid-1900s, step by
step the Nations psychologically self-rehabilitated. In 1962 the first 32 free
Nations formed the OAU-Organization of Africa Unity to protect the Nations as
a unity from all forms of duress to the people as a united body.

In 1976 the ECOWAS was found, the first Economic Community of West
African States, and in 2002 after the start of the legislation of a United Africa in
1999 the African Union was formed.

In 2002 the African Kingdoms of the over 800 Kingdoms Tribal Nations
Sovereign called for and had form, the African Continent Kingdoms
Federation, to support and sustain Unity on the African Continent and promote
better relations with the Nations outside of Africa.

As briefly explained in the beginning of this document, not only are the
Monarchs of constitutive Monarchies part of the federal establishment in
many other Modern States - often Republics - ancient Dynastic descendent
Empires and Royal Kingdoms Nations referred to as Traditional Leadership
exist formally alongside the National and Trans- National Governments

Within Africa a great percentage or majority of these ancient African
Monarchies have active and absolute Power within there respective Kingdom
Region, Sovereignty over their Territorial Lands, and Rule independently
alongside the National or Transi National Governments their respective
Empires and Kingdoms.

The Kingdoms have their own internal Kingdom Government which in general
comprises of a Prime Minster appointed by the Monarch, a Royal Cabinet,
Royal Minister of the respective internal Kingdoms Ministries, with the
selfsame Ministerial make-up as a National Government portfolio of Ministers.

As well as internal Kingdoms Judiciary System and Court, whose verdict is
binding. An appeal can be made to the Supreme Court of the Nation if so
desired but rarely done, in most cases an Appeal will instead be made before
the King or Queen the Highest Authority of the Kingdom, whose decision is
then final. A selected few has well internal aviation facilities.

The Monetary Currency is the National Currency however in some of the
Kingdoms batter is still on some seldom occasion still practiced. The
Kingdoms have each their respective Royal Court and internal Warrior Armies
and have the power to call upon the National Government Forces; if the
situation is so needed, Vice-Versa the National or Trans- National
Governments can call upon the Monarchies for support in times of Tribal
conflicts to command Peace, due to the Kingdoms massive influence with the
People of the respective Kingdoms and Tribal Nations.

Many of these Kingdoms Empires are crossed-borders covering part of two or
more Countries, some Empires covers parts of complete regions, and a few of
the Continent itself, with 1000s of Royals Kingdoms within and under the
respective Empire of a multiple or Tribal Nationals Kingdoms, covering
populations of 100s of millions in collective Populations on the African
Continent.

The Royal Kingdoms respective internal Governments do not permit any
influence from National Government within internal matters of Kingdoms
Leadership, and distance themselves in general from matters of National
Governmental Leadership or choice of Leadership. The Kingdoms however
can advice its people on National matters and interest.

Exception;

Unless requested to mitigate or to give advice or endorsement to the
Kingdoms Nations or from the Kingdoms Sovereigns on matters of National
interest for the Nation.

Respectively African Kingdoms resources and territories are not influenced
nor can they be, within any National or International commitment by National
Government. Equally as well the African Kingdoms in general do not get
formally involved in any matters of Trans-African-International National
Governmental nor its internal Endorsement unless approved by the Major
Kingdoms Heads for intervention in global matters, related to the African
Continent in supported of the Trans-African internal Joint Governmental
Communities OAU, ECOWAS and Africans Union Trans- African Peace and
Development Agendas.

Kingdoms Internal Reforms In 2000

From the 15" Century until 1962 formation of the OAU, global involvement by
the collective African Kingdoms, in matters outside of the Kingdoms was very
seldom. However in the year 2000 and thereafter Trans - African and National
global involvement by the collective Kingdoms of the Continent of Africa was
reopened.

This as an integral part of the Continent Kingdoms internal Agenda;

 Endorse and secure Peace

1 Strengthen the internal and international support of Trans-African

1 Build Stronger Global Relationships from and with Africa

1 Promote Economic stability throughout the respective Trans-African

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African Kingdoms and Constitutional Governments Relations

The power of the African Kings/Queens within the Kingdoms is outside of
National Government and Absolute within the Kingdom. The Kingdoms within
their respective constitutions have their own respective Kingdom
Governments, Kingdoms Cabinet, Kingdoms Parliament and Royal Defense
Guards, to protect and secure the respective Kingdom Regions.

In general however within African matters of Africans Kingdoms and African
National Governments are two independent constitutions of Leadership and
internal independent forms of Governments.

Africans Kingdoms often referred to in respect of their great ages as
Traditional Leaders cannot be compared to that of present day global
Monarchies within Elected Governmental Nations .Within Africa there are two
main forms of Rule the pre-colonial Traditional Leaders - the Kingdoms, which
is the oldest form and the post-colonial, formed National Governmental the
newest form.

The Traditional Leaders are the direct Rulers and Highest form of Leadership
to their respective Kingdom Nations and Tribes. In general, the National
government represents the National Interest of the respective Tribes as a unit
alongside the constitution of the respective Traditional Leadership and
Traditional Governments.

Exceptions;

Some Kingdoms have additional support and constitutional national joint
relationships within National Government, whereby within the National
Government Constitution, separate constitutions are formed to manage
relationship of the Kingdoms and National Government, interest for a
harmonious working matters in potential problems areas or regions that were
stronger influenced by post-colonial interference.

In these regions where Kingdom regions constitution as well as a direct region
of National Government has parallel influence, the National Government pays
or reimburse the respective Royal House a yearly amount for the Royal
Household and Kingdoms internal Cost and a percentage of profits earn
Nationally from Kingdoms Resources or Land usage to the respective
Kingdoms Government.

However in principle the respective African Kingdoms have their own
independent income to support day by day Kingdom matters through their
respective internal Kingdoms and internal taxes.

African Kingdoms Sovereign Territory

The Kingdoms and Kingdom Nations tribal Nation lands and Territories
covering the African Continent are of the Kingdoms Nations. Likewise the
Kingdoms territorial Lands and resources are of and controlled by the
Kingdoms and are allowed through licensing by the Kingdoms to the National
Government or at times private entities to be leased for National or internal
commercial or economical purposes once approved by the Kingdoms or
traditional Leadership. A National license to open or exercise a commercial
entity do not particular mean it is automatically accepted or allowed within the
Kingdoms Territory that decision is of the Kingdoms and then final.
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Abolishment of an African Kingdom

In Uganda, several Kingdoms were classified as abolished when the country
became a unitary state, but later classified as re-instated. We use the term
classified in order that the term in application to the African Kingdoms reality
be better understood.

The Kingdoms within Africa in the totality is different from the kingdom outside
of Africa, except the Monarchs title meanings in some cases are the same,
there are actually more Emperor/Empresses within Africa (King/Queens of multiple
Kingdom), and the title and territorial regions, as well as the internal workings
are different.

Firstly it must be understood that when an African Government recognized a
Kingdom it has all formal rights of a Monarch covered under Internal African
and International treaties and laws, and haves the self-same or at times
greater respect given by what is termed rights of ancestral heritage an
bloodlines.

When an African Kingdom is termed as abolished by a National Government,
it means that the Government does not formally as Government recognized
that respective Kingdom or respective Kingdoms nor rights under international
treaties and laws, they are as well not supported by the Government
Ministries or national forces if the need arises.

It does not mean the Kingdoms no longer functions as a Kingdom or exist, the
Kingdoms reverts to its normal or pre-colonial internal traditional rule, but can
by force lose control of some of its rights example; that parts of Sovereign
lands, for a road construction, or private sale.

This forceful loss of rights over land in the majority though not in all cases
leads irrevocably to conflicts and tribal wars when those rights are challenged
by anyone from outside irrespective of whom, and in many cases addressed
against the tribe of the respective power that challenges the Kingdoms
Sovereignty over Kingdoms lands, which often results in a tribal short or
decades long wars or conflicts.

In most if all cases the so-called abolished Kingdom(s) are yet recognized
outside of that respective country, in particular in the case of a cross-
bordered African Kingdom. Meaning; the Kingdom territory falls in two or more
adjoining or separate African Countries or Regions. African Kingdoms border
are not necessarily, in fact they are often not the National borders, it must be
understood that the Africa Nations were formed during colonization within
long existing Kingdoms Nations territories, of one Kingdom and another within
the territory of the same or another Kingdom in another Country.

Some Kingdoms territory falls within 2 or multiple neighboring countries.
Which means the kingdoms realm within the respective cross-border
Nation(s) is formally recognized under that Nation or Nations Governments,
but however a part of the Kingdoms Sovereign Territory that falls inside
another National Country deemed by that Government as abolished; is not
recognised by the Government of that Nation.

In many cases the Monarch simply rules from within the Nation of recognition,
all the Kingdoms regions. By formal governmental re-instatement it means the
respective Kingdoms are again formally recognized by that Government and
rights are as well recognized by respective Government in and outside of
Africa.

Another important point within Africa in reference to the Demise or
Abolition of an African Kingdom is the following;

Internationally Monarchies can come to an end several ways. There may be a
revolution in which the monarchy is overthrown; or as in Italy, the electorate
decides to form a republic by constitutional referendum. In some cases, as
with England and Spain, the monarchy has been overthrown and later
restored. After the abdication of Napoleon I, which ended the First Empire, the
French restored the Royal Bourbon Dynasty which had been abolished by the
republic within which Napoleon had established the Empire.

At the ti me, his emperorship was Afr
principality was created for him on the island of Elba, so in a sense the empire
was succeeded by a kingdom and an emperor without an empire. Dependent
monarchies have been abolished by their dominant power, often for the
purposes of being fully annexed, split or merged with another (Wikipedia
Monarchy)

Demise or Abolished Monarchies in Africa

African Kingdom Sovereignty is not solely over that of land, but over blood
related family nations lines; ethnic tribes of the Kingdom and Kingdoms Tribal
Nations are bonded by ethnic and genealogical ancestry, not by geographical
borders alone.

In accordance to the Encyclopedia the term theft is explained as follows:

dishonesty and/or the permanently deprive the owner or the person with
rightful possession of that property or its use.

Understanding that in accordance to international laws/treaties on theft, the
present National Nations are illegal in the eyes of the Nations People, and the
greatest barrier in their past relation with Europe, who were held responsible,
for not rectifying that mistake. It is also the solitary reason why any attempt by
the created National Governments to over-step the sensitive boundaries of the
Kingdoms will trigger a massive and deadly war throughout Africa, by the
unleashing of the Pandora-box of decades of Tribal anger.

This era is marked by the dominance of large stable long-lived continental
African empires, with well disciplined, high-capacity military forces able to
match and dominate foreign armies, as well as to deploy globally. Some
famous military events in this era include the campaigns of Sesostris Il in
Europe and Asia, the campaigns of Taharka, the defeat of the Romans in
25BC at Premnis, and the signing of the Baqt that marks the beginning of the
slave-based economy in Africa.

The organization of Africa's defense in ancient times radiated from a hub that
was the cross roads of Africa, in what is now the Republic of Sudan. This
region is where the main migration and trade routes meet, and a great deal of
military integration and dispersal began and ended on the banks of the Nile in
Sudan.

It is important to keep in mind that
the first armies to be organized
on what is now the traditional
military basis were in Africa. Nesu
Biti (King) Zosar, of the Third
Dynasty (Old Kingdom) is
credited with establishing the first
regular army with all the familiar
military formations and
professional military command
ranks in 2686 B.C. Zoser formed
an ocean-going fleet, and
established military headquarters
at the city of Menf.

The Kushite (Nubian) and Egyptian armies of the predynastic era, leading up
to the formation of Egypt, differentiated their formations on the basis of skills
and type of weapons. The armies consisted two divisions, one of spear and
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another consisting of arche r s . The army consisted
and a menés' f o rdwigidniwasnhasedvom rage (generhtion).
Units consisted of people belonging to the same age set, and moreover,
people from the same locality were assigned to the serve in the same unit.

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The main fighting units of the Egyptians were organized into Battalions during
the Old Kingdom and up until the New Kingdom. During the New Kingdom,
these units were organized into Divisions. The Divisions were named after
principle gods. The army's pharaoh commander directed the Divisions during
battle.

Besides the soldiers, Scribes and Administrators accompanied the army
during travel. These positions gave their holders high rank and status. These
officers usually came from the Core (an elite permanent unit maintained by the
Royal House), which was a part of the larger Egyptian communities, and
which existed even in times of peace.

The Egyptians kept a core of professional soldiers managed by the king.
Among the composition of these soldiers were professional soldiers, Nome
conscripts, and Nubian and Libyan troops. Nomes during most periods were
required to fill a quota of men for the army when the king called for it.

During the 1st Intermediate Period, the armies were comprised of a core of
house troops belonging to the king. The core was comprised of conscripts and
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supplemented by allied troops. Kushite troops were also used in most of the
battles of this period.

The Middle Kingdom made no changes as far as the composition of the army
was concerned.

The oldest military fortifications in the world were located in Kush, with the
northern fort of Senna serving as a launching location for the first Pharaoh of
Egypt in 3100 BC. The military forces in Egypt came to be known as the
Medjey (Maje), named after a Nubian tribe whose members made up the bulk
of the army. In fact in many places in Africa today, the word for soldier is a
variation of the word Maje.

Trades routes connecting the West African coast to the Nile ran along the
Niger, to lake Chad and then to the Nile. Those routes connecting the
southern portions of Africa to the Sudan, connected the Zambezi to the Congo
and the White Nile. Another route ran along the East African coast northward
through Somalia and along the Blue Nile into the Sudan. Finally the
Mediterranean, the Red Sea, and Egypt were connected directly by the Nile to
the hub in Sudan.

The routes were used for seasonal migration, and exchange of information,
and goods. Armies protected wells and food supplies, trade caravans, kept
order in states, and formed alliances in order to respond to major threats from
Romans, Persians, Arabs or other hostile empires. In 25 BC, faced with
reinforcements from the African interior, the Romans decided to withdraw from
Sudan and to make peace with Kush.

The relationships between the migration/trade routes allowed for the creation
of Africa's longest lived empire, Kush. Kush (Chus) maintained its center in
Sudan between Khartoum and Aswan. Kushite dynasties had a great deal of
power and influence across Africa. A great deal of African social organization
and cultural sensibilities are in fact indistinguishable from the prominent rituals
and habits associated with Kushite history. Cheik Anta Diop and other
historians have showed that Kushite rituals are found in all African societies, a
reflection of the reach of Kush, or the absorption of all cultures from all over
Africa by the ancient Kushites.

The military organization of the Kushites is rather well documented. Accounts
by Heliodorus, Herodotus and other writers provide abundant information
about tactical, operational and strategic capacities, army structure, the quality
of life of the individual soldiers, and their discipline. Primary sources of
information are found the ancient Egyptian texts of the 25th dynasty as well as
those of the Greeks, the Romans, the Celts and the Persians.

Kushite armies were multi-ethnic and diverse. They employed siege warfare,
built forts, and were famous archers. The Kushites also used elephants in war.
According to Heliodorus, the physique of the Kushites was generally better
than that of the Persian invaders. Kushite skulls tended to be stronger. Some
of the Kushite divisions included the Troglodytes who were famed to be good
runners.

In one battle scene, the writer states that Kushite archers were so skilled they
would shoot their arrows with deadly accuracy at the eyes of their opponents
hundreds of yards away across the battlefield. Kushites also included Chinese
troops in their ranks. The Romans first encountered the Chinese while fighting
Kushites.
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Nubia-Kush may be the only empire to have unified Africa. It certainly was the
last one to do so, between 800 BC and 600 BC. In the centuries that following
the Kushites repulsed Persian, Greek and Roman invasions while retaining
effective over vast areas directly or through alliances with lesser states. The
continental Kushite Empire was greatly reduced in size and broke up into
several lesser empires in 4BC. This collapse was brought about because a
massive rebellion and failure of the Kushite alliance. The Numidian empire of
Ghana strengthened its control over the Niger basin, and the Garamantes in
the Chad Basin rebelled, and the Beja rebelled and captured Meroe, the
Kushite capital.

The Garamante rebellion was incited by the Romans, specifically the Third
Augustan Legion, who raised funds for the effort. The Beja dynasty was never
able to equal the Candacian (Ruling Matriarchal) dynasty they replaced, but
they were able to retain control over large area of Central Africa, Abyssinia,
Somalia and Madagascar. Even today the term Beja, one of the dynasties that
govern Kush, is still in use parts as far south as Madagascar and Tanzania to
mean royalty, or some less flattering apparition, depending on the ancient
treatment of the locals. In Central Uganda, Omum'Beja, means a member of
the royal family. There are still Beja Nubians in Sudan and Egypt. The Beja
dynasty was the last continental dynasty, and rose in Kush in 4 BC.

The Beja came to dominate the Sudanic Kush, and parts of central and east
Africa, but were never able to recover equal the Candacian dynasty that they
overthrew. The Garamantes went on to dominate formerly Kushite regions in
west Africa, and the Wangara dominated further west. To the south Kitara,
also formerly Kushite, maintained control over an area covering what is now
Uganda, Eastern Congo, Western Kenya, Tanzania, and Rwanda and
Burundi.

The last Kushite ruler of that dynastic period was the Kandake Amanirena.
The title Kandake, equivalent to Empress, is the origin of the name Candace.
The Kushites also had the title "Gore" for the equivalent of the Queen Mother
or King Maker, a political position found throughout Africa, used for a female
who settles disputes between the King, other royals, and high officials. The
Gore is in effect a Chief Judge or final authority on protocol. The relationship
between the Kandake and the Gore meant that the Kandake was the army
commander.

Until the rise of the Beja Dynasty in 4 BC, Kush showed a remarkable political
stability and military strength. Records show that Kush was able to survive
longer than any other empire in world history, inspite of wars with most
aggressive empires that rose and fell in the course of its existence. The
Kushites withstood rebellions and wars of conquest, even though their capital
cities were located at militarily indefensible trade route intersections. The
Kushite city of Napata was attacked during the Thutmosid Dynasty by the
Egyptian army under the command of Moses. Later on the Persians sacked
the Kushite city of Saba, also known as Sheba (which Cambyses renamed
Meroe). Meroe was also sacked by the Romans in 25 BC. In spite of these
three destructive episodes, the Kushites repulsed the invaders.

Kushite armies encountered their gravest threat in the Assyrians. At a time
when Kush controlled the whole of Africa and parts of the Middle East and the
Mediterranean, the Assyrian empire was menacing Asia and the Middle East.
Kushite troops were spread thin as they deployed in Europe and Asia in
efforts to protect afflicted nations that asked for assistance. In 701 BC Kushite
troops under the command of prince Taharka broke the Assyrian siege of
Jerusalem. The wars with Assyria compromised Kush's position in
international affairs, and depleted it militarily and politically. However, the
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
